Wilfrid J. Wilkinson, a retired chartered account-
ant, was a founding partner of Wilkinson &
Company, a public accounting firm. He is a past
president of the Public Accountants Council for the
Province of Ontario and a past treasurer of both the
Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants and the
Institute of Chartered Accountants of Ontario. He is
also a member of the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of Quebec and the Royal Canadian
Military Institute and was clected a fellow of the
Ontario Institute of Chartered Accountants.

Since retiring, Wilkinson has served as the part-
time executive director of the Quinte Ballet School of
Canada. He is also a member of the board of direc-
tors of Morris Industries Ltd., a company that man-
ufactures advanced air seedings and tillage systems.
He has also been chairman of the Trenton Memorial
Hospital fundraising committee, a founding chair-
man of the Belleville Cheshire Home for Physically
Handicapped Adults, chairman of the Board for
Loyalist College, and president of the district council
of the Boy Scouts of Canada.

A Rotarian since 1962, Wilkinson is a member
and past president of the Rotary Club of Trenton,
Ontario. He has served Rotary International as vice
president, director, Rotary Foundation trustee, and
district governor. He has also been an International
Assembly discussion leader and member and chair of
several committees, including the 2005 Chicago
Convention Committee.

As a member of the International PolioPlus
Committee, Wilkinson has been dedicated to the
global effort to eradicate polio. He participated in
National Immunization Days in Kenya, Tanzania,
and India, and also administered polio drops to chil-
dren of Afghan refugees in Pakistan. He has served as
a Health, Hunger and Humanity Grants program
volunteer to India. In addition, Wilkinson has had
Rotary assignments in South Africa, Namibia, the
United Kingdom, Europe, Australia, New Zealand,
and many regions throughout the United States and
Canada.

Wilkinson has been recognized for his humanitar-
ian service by the Knights of Columbus, the province
of Ontario, and the Canadian government. In 2001,
he was honored by Pope John Paul II with the Pro
Ecclesia et Pontifice medal. He is also the recipient of
numerous Rotary honors, including RI’s Service
Above Self Award and the Foundation’s Citation for
Meritorious Service, Distinguished Service Award,
and International Service Award for a Polio-Free
World.

Wilkinson has been married to Joan since 1953,
and they have four sons and eight grandchildren.

Can Rotary help bring peace to the Middle East?

Rotari; International President visits Istanbul attends
umanitarian organizations Peace Forum

ISTANBUL, TURKEY — The leader of
the world’s oldest service organization
visited Istanbul on 1 September for the
humanitarian organization’s Peace Forum.
This one-day conference was focused on
Rotary’s efforts to contribute to the peace
process in the Middle East through its
myriad humanitarian programs and
scholarships.

“Rotary has a long history of bringing
together countries, nations and individu-
als who have historically differed to the
point that peace was interrupted by war,”
said RI President Wilfrid J. Wilkinson, a
chartered accountant from Canada, who
took office on 1 July. “This conference
had the objective of bringing together
men and women who know how their
ancestors have suffered as a result of
being on one side of a dispute or the
other, or perhaps being on neither side
and just caught in the middle.”

At the forum, Rotarians from near and
far explored how they could contribute to
peace by building understanding between
different communities. The rationale, said
Wilkinson, is to build friendships so that
past reasons for conflict can be better
understood, while creating a genuine
spirit of cooperation for the future.

Keynote speakers included Wilkinson,
HE Siileyman Demirel, the former presi-
dent of Turkey; Dr. Abdul Salam Majali,
the former prime minister of Jordan;
Orsgelik Balkan, RI director and conven-
er of the forum, and other Rotary leaders,
government officials, and educators.

“We [had] around 400 participants
from the Mediterranean region, mainly
from Turkey and Middle Eastern coun-
tries, including Israel. We [had] Rotarians

from Eastern Europe and Pakistan as
well,” said Istanbul Rotarian and confer-
ence chair Hitay Giiner.

Participants discussed ways to approach
the issue from a humanitarian perspec-
tive, developed relevant projects in work-
shop sessions, and learned about the
Rotary Foundation’s newest fellowship
program, the Rotary Centers for
International Studies in peace and con-
flict resolution. Launched in 2002, this
two-year program is aimed at helping the
next generation of government officials,
diplomats and humanitarian leaders
develop the skills needed to reduce the
threat of war and violence worldwide.

Up to 60 Rotary World Peace Fellows
are selected each year in a globally com-
petitive selection process to earn a mas-
ter’s degree at one of six Rotary Centers
located at leading universities in the UK,
the U.S., Japan, Argentina and Australia.

Former peace fellow Miho Kishitani,
who received her master’s degree from the
University of Bradford in England in
2005, discussed this innovative study pro-
gram at the Peace Forum.

“It’s easy to talk about peace in New
York or Tokyo, where there is no con-
flict,” says Kishitani, who now works as a
country representative for Peace Winds
Japan in Northern Iraq. Managing recon-
struction programs focusing on educa-
tion, social care, health, water and sanita-
tion, she believes that to achieve peace,
NGO workers and world leaders must
spend time “where people struggle to sur-
vive because of a lack of peace.”
