Candidates & Award Criteria
Non-Rotarian individuals may be nominated for the award.
Candidates should
. Be established members of their profession
. Demonstrate high ethical standards
. Have achieved professional distinction
. Have experience training and/or mentoring others in their
profession
. Have a record of community service
Selection
Email recommendations to Fred at fvanhorn@gmc.cc.ga.us
along with narrative that supports the recommendation.
They can fax recommendations to Fred at 478-445-1285 or
mail to Fred Van Horn, 1632 Pine Valley Road,
Milledgeville, GA 31061.  He will also accept hand-delivery
of recommendations and narratives at any regular meeting.
Recommendations supported by narrative must be in Fred's
hands no later than 28 February.
Clubs should send nominations of candidates to the district
governor for review by a selection com-mittee appointed by
the governor. Awards may be presented at any time during
2004-05, but the governor recommends a deadline of 
1 April 2005 for receipt of nominations. The district 
selection committee then selects the recipients and makes
presentation arrangements.
