Our club is within reach of becoming one of a very small number

of District 6920 clubs that will earn the “Governor’s Excellence
Award”.  To date, only six out of 64 clubs have qualified—all of
them smaller clubs than our own.  Help make our club number 7.  

The Governor’s award is presented to clubs that earn the 1)
Presidential Citation, 2) increase membership by 3 percent, and 3)
meet the RI “Every Rotarian Every Year” goal.

Good News!  We are 2/3 of the way toward earning the Governor’s
Excellence Award.  Our club has already earned the Presidential
Citation and has increased membership by 4 percent.  To date
Milledgeville Rotarians have contributed $8153 toward our club goal
of $10,400 (average $100 per capita) for “Every Rotarian Every
Year”.  

We need $2227 to make goal and earn the Governor’s Excellence
Award.
