Melissa Mailhot, with the Centers for Disease

Control, gave the club a very informative update on
the progress made in eradicating polio.  She shared
the successes they have enjoyed so far such as: one

form of polio (out of
three) has already been
eradicated and cases of
polio continue to
decline. In 1988, there
were 350,000 cases in
125 countries.  In 2002,
there were 1918 cases
reported in 7 countries.
As of today, only 332
polio cases have been

reported worldwide.  Challenges have been finan-
cial, war and conflicts, and roads - or lack of.

Rotary International continues to play a big part
in meeting the goal to eradicate polio by the year
2005.  Rotary helps with the funding, advocacy, pro-
vides volunteers, and continues with their focus and
commitment.

The 4-Way Test
One of the most widely printed and quoted statements of busi-
ness ethics in the world is the Rotary "4-Way Test." It was cre-
ated by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor in 1932 when he was asked
to take charge of the Chicago- based Club Aluminum
Company, which was facing bankruptcy. Taylor looked for a
way to save the struggling company mired in depression-
caused financial difficulties. He drew up a 24-word code of
ethics for all employees to follow in their business and profes-
sional lives. The 4-Way Test became the guide for sales, pro-
duction, advertising and all relations with dealers and cus-
tomers, and the survival of the company was credited to this
simple philosophy. Herb Taylor became president of Rotary
International during 1954-55. The 4-Way Test was adopted by
Rotary in 1943 and has been translated into more than 100
languages and published in thousands of ways. The message
should be known and followed by all Rotarians.
